QUICK TIPS

To answer or end a call, press the
Call © button on the headset.

NOTE: The Volume buttons are initially set up
for wearing your headset on your right ear (like
shown in step 2)-with the top button used to
increase volume. You can set which button is
used to increase volume by pressing and
holding the desired Volume button (along with
the Call ® button) while turning on the
headset.
